How Can I Know I am Saved? 
 
Then God said, "Let us make people in our image, to be like 
ourselves." Genesis 1:26 

 
Long before he laid down earth's foundations, he had us in mind, 
and settled on us as the focus of his love, to be made whole and 
holy by his love. Ephesians 1:4 

 
When Adam sinned, sin entered the entire human race. Adam's 
sin brought death, so death spread to everyone, for everyone 
sinned. Romans 5:12 

 
There was a man named Nicodemus who was one of the 
Pharisees and an important Jewish leader. One night Nicodemus 
came to Jesus and said, "Teacher, we know you are a teacher 
sent from God, because no one can do the miracles you do 
unless God is with him." John 3:1,2 

 
(vv. 3-5) Jesus answered, "I tell you the truth, unless one is 
born again, he cannot be in God's kingdom." Nicodemus 
said, "But if a person is already old, how can he be born 
again? He cannot enter his mother's body again. So how can 
a person be born a second time?" But Jesus answered, "I tell 
you the truth, unless one is born from water and the Spirit, 
he cannot enter God's kingdom.” 
 
(vv. 6-8) “Human life comes from human parents, but 
spiritual life comes from the Spirit. Don't be surprised when I 
tell you, 'You must all be born again.' The wind blows where 
it wants to and you hear the sound of it, but you don't know 
where the wind comes from or where it is going. It is the 
same with every person who is born from the Spirit."  
(vv. 9,15) Nicodemus asked, "How can this happen?" (Jesus) 
“…everyone who believes can have eternal life in him.” 

(vv. 16) "God loved the world so much that he gave his one 
and only Son so that whoever believes in him may not be 
lost, but have eternal life.  
 
(vv. 17,18) God did not send his Son into the world to judge 
the world guilty, but to save the world through him. People 
who believe in God's Son are not judged guilty. Those who 
do not believe have already been judged guilty, because 
they have not believed in God's one and only Son.
