Read Luke 2:6-7

Read Luke 1:15-16

The first people to hear about the birth of 

Jesus were some smelly shepherds out in a 

field. They were the least connected, least 

powerful, least likely people to be chosen as 

the first people to receive this good news. And 

yet, that’s who God chose. 

Can you think of someone 

that doesn’t know the real reason why we 

celebrate Christmas? Maybe it’s a friend that 

doesn’t go to church or know much about the 

Bible. How could you share this good news? 

What is one thing you could do to help that 

friend know that Christmas is about Jesus?

Read Luke 1:17-18

As soon as those shepherds saw Jesus for 

themselves what did they do?

Yes! They told everyone. And the people 

who heard that good news were amazed! By 

sharing what they had seen, those shepherds 

invited others to celebrate because God had 

sent a Savior.
