Read Proverbs 3:5

Think about trust like a chair. Are you sitting
in one right now? Before you sat down, did

you test the chair? Did you look at the legs to

make they were sturdy? Did you ask someone
else to sit first so you could make sure it
works? To show you trust the chair, you had
to put your weight in it. You had to sit down.

Trust takes practice. When you aren’t sure
where to go or what to do, what if stopped and
talked to God? What if you asked Him to show
you the way to go instead of trying to figure it
out all on our own? What if you asked Him to

help you trust Him more?

1. Grab some index cards and a pencil or
marker.

3. Tape each card to the backs of the

chairs in your home.

If a family member asks about the cards,
talk about how trusting in God is putting
your confidence in Him, just like you have

confidence that the chairs in your house will
hold you up!

Trust is putting your confidence in
someone you can depend on.

2nd-3rd Grade

Read 2 Corinthians 5:7

Wouldn’t it be awesome if God just walked
through the door and said, “Hello!” What if
you could see God? Ride your bike with God?
Head to the park with God? Talk to God face
to face?

Guess what? That’s why Jesus came. Have
you ever heard the story of Thomas, one
of Jesus’ disciples? After Jesus died and
rose again, He appeared to the disciples on
several times. But Thomas doubted it was
true. He wanted to see Jesus with his own
eyes in order to believe. So Jesus showed
up, let Thomas touch his wounds and see
that He really was alive! Then Jesus said to
Thomas, “Because you have seen me, you
have believed; blessed are those who have
not seen and yet have believed.”

Jesus was talking about us! We can’t see God
but we can still believe. We can still put our
trust or confidence in God even though we
can’t be face to face. You can trust God no
matter what. Close your eyes so you can focus
as you talk to God today. Ask God to help you
trust and believe even when you can’t see.
