What You Do:

Find a space outside or in your home
where your child has enough room
to run a short distance. Explain how
to play “Stop! Go and Tell!”, a game
similar to Red light, Green light.

They can move closer
to you when you say “Go and Tell!”

Talk About the Bible Story

In the story we heard today, what incredible event
took place? (Jesus defeated death!)

What happened after Jesus came back to life? (Jesus
gave people the challenge of telling the entire world
about Him.)

What did Jesus want the disciples to go and tell?
(That He is God’s son; that He loves us so much that
He died for us)

Who is someone you can “go and tell” to?
