prison from this weekend (Acts 12:1-19). 

THANK God for helping you when you feel 
stuck. 

Possible!
Read Luke 18:27. Make a list of things that are 

impossible when you rely only on people and a list 

of things that are possible only because of God!

KNOW that all things are possible with God! 

Don’t Be Stuck
With God on your side you never have to feel stuck 

for long! Pray and ask God to help you in those 

sticky situations. 

“Dear God, I pray that you can help me when I feel 

stuck. I pray that I can always know and remember 

that all I need to do is talk to you. Thank you for 

always being by my side. Amen.”

LOOK to God when you are stuck. 
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Stuck Together

Grab two pieces of paper. On one piece of paper 

write or draw about a time when you felt stuck. 

On the other, write the word God. Place the two 

papers side by side and stick them together with 

tape or glue. Place these papers some place you can 

see them often. Use them as a reminder that even 

when you feel stuck, God is always right there.

ASK God to help you feel unstuck in the 
situations you feel stuck.
