Love God by
Loving Others
Show God’s love by showing how others are
important to you. With your parent’s help,
schedule a play date with a friend. Bring
something that you can share with your friend.
Show them God’s love by sharing and caring for
them during your time together.

ASK God to help you love others just like God
loves you.

The Greatest
Commandment

Matthew 22:36-40 tells us that Jesus said the
greatest commandment was to “love God and
love others.” Go outside with your grownup
and find a rock. Write Jesus’ most important
commandment on your rock, just like how the
original commandments were written on stone.
If you can't find a rock, draw one on some paper
and add the commandment.

LOOK for ways that you can “love God and love
others.”

Read God'’'s Word
Reading the Bible is one of the amazing ways to
show love to God. We can read the Bible to learn
more about God. Open up a Bible to Matthew
22:37-40. Read through the verses a few times. Talk
with a friend or family member about other ways
you can love God and love others today.

KNOW that when we read God’s Word, we are
showing love to God.

Talking with God

Another amazing way to love God is to pray. When

you pray, you can talk to God about what is going
on with you and express thankfulness for all God
has done. You can pray your own prayer or pray
something like this:

“Dear God, thank You for loving me. Thank You
for giving me stories in the Bible as examples
of how to show love to others. | pray that | can
show others that | love them this week. Please
help me to share and be kind. Thank You for
being with me each step | take this week. | love
you, God. Amen.”
